Route 1- Millington Pastures (Approx 1 Hour)
Turn left out of the hotel

Turn right onto Main Street

Turn left onto Great Gutter Lane (East)

At the roundabout, take the 2nd exit onto the B1232-signposted A164,A63,M62
At the roundabout, take the 1st exit onto the A164-signposted Humber Bridge A15,Leeds M62

Turn right onto Great Gutter Lane- signposted Swanland
Take next right onto Riplingham Road - signposted South Cave/Rowley/Raywell
Continue along this road for approx 2 miles to Riplingham 

Turn right at the Cross roads - signposted Walkington/Beverley/Newbald (North Newbald on some maps)
Continue heading for Newbald

After approx 1 ½ miles turn left at T junction to Newbald/Market Weighton
Cross over B1230 heading for Newbald
Drop down into North Newbald

In North Newbald at Tiger Inn turn Left Follow road through village heading for Market Weighton

At the T Junction turn right onto the A1034… Market Weighton
Enter Sancton, take the first left onto High Street.
*** The Star at Sancton is an excellent pub with fantastic food. A real gem and well worth a visit! ***
Meander down this narrow country lane for approx 1 mile reaching a T Junction

Turn right heading for Market Weighton

At the T Junction with the A1079, turn left, then take the next right after approx half a mile into Market Weighton

In Market Weighton turn right onto High St at The Griffin Pub…. 
Continue on High St to first Roundabout at The Red Lion…. Take first exit left
Meander up and out of Mkt Weghtn and down this narrow country lane and follow the signs for Etton/South Dalton
Go under bridge and take next left or Middleton On The Wolds

Continue heading for Middleton after approx 1 mile TAKE CARE at T junction on brow… STOP… turn Right 
Continue heading for Middleton …. At T junction with A614 turn right for Middleton…..

In Middleton on the Wolds, take the 1st left off the main roundabout signposted North Dalton/Huggate
Continue along this road for approx 2 miles into North Dalton

In North Dalton turn left onto the B1246 Warter/Pocklington
Continue for approx 3 miles to Warter. As you enter Warter, take the first right turn signposted Huggate/Wetwang
This road drops down into the village of Huggate and at the T Junction turn left heading to Millington

After approx 0.8 miles, take the right fork signposted Millington Wood
*You can take a lovely woodland walk of about one mile on good paths, a delight at any time of the year*
This road will meander down and around a beautiful Valley leading to the village of Millington and a typical ramblers pub called The Gait Inn.
Your return journey could be a reverse of this route OR head for Market Weighton >>>>> Beverley >>>> Humber Bridge >>>> Willerby.
